7. How will my performance be evaluated?  

8. Why did you join this organization and stay this long?  

9. What are your long-range plans at this company?  

10. What do you like or dislike about this company?  

11. What do you see as some of the company’s major challenges over the next two years?  

12. How would you evaluate the financial future of this company?  

13. Who are you major competitors?  

14. Do you usually promote from within or hire from outside?  

15. Do you have plans to expand in the future?  

16. Does the company provide in-house training?  

17. Most companies have some degree of internal politics. What’s it like here?  

18. Can you tell me something about the management system here?  

19. Could I take a tour of the company?        

20. The industry as a whole has been growing at a healthy 10% per annum during the last 

five years.  How does your company compare to this industry average?  

21. I’ve noticed many companies have developed an aggressive e-commerce strategy. What’s 

happening here in terms of e-commerce?
